6. Ensure that the ‘LED’ is ‘OFF’ during ‘Discharge Mode’, and ‘ON’ during ‘Charging Mode’.
7. Replace faulty lamps immediately.

To assist with this testing, a test card is included below.

If the charge indicator (LED) is unlit, this signifies a fault. To increase the chance of a fault being reported between monthly tests, it is desirable that staff are made aware of the purpose of the indicator.
